Personnel will be tested on the application of what was instructed through deploying CEW cartridges in
a tactical demonstration.

A. Deputies will deploy one cartridge at target. Focus will be on target
acquisition, announcement and effective firing of CEW.

B. Deputies will deploy a second cartridge during a supervised scenario.

VII. Drills and Applications

Deputies will complete and show proficiency in drawing, arming, aiming and transitioning to
other weapon platforms. Deputies will understand canting to target suspect lying on the ground,
three-point contacts and drive stuns.
